 EUROPEAN BOXING UNION (asbl) (EBU)

INTERNAL REGULATIONS 

1.
Objects

The objects, for which the EBU is established, are:

1.1  To encourage and promote the sport of professional boxing in Europe and to control the different EBU-Championship contests in Europe and all over the world as stated below

· Champion of Europe (Male and Female)                        EBU 

· Silver Champion of Europe (Male and Female)            EBU-Silver

1.2
To monitor, review and regulate the sport of professional boxing in Europe by con​sultation and co-operation with the members of the EBU;

1.3
To monitor the implementation and maintenance of, and to encourage improve​ments in the standards of safety in professional boxing;

1.4
To control and organise the administration of, to impose strict impartiality in the staging of and to provide impartial officials for boxing contests of the different EBU Championships in all weight categories re​cognized by the EBU, and to confer on the winner of each such contest the title of Champion of the relevant weight cate​gory;

1.5
To maintain a classification system that shall provide an orderly and fair structure for regular challenges by professional boxers for any EBU Championship;

1.6
To provide, maintain and administer rules, regulations or bye-laws or otherwise for deciding and settling all disputes, complaints or differences that may arise bet​ween the members of the EBU and/or licence holders of Affiliated Associations; to provide an independent appeal body therefore or in relation thereto; and to make such provisions for enforcing any award or decision of the relevant tribunal or ap​peal body as the EBU shall deem proper;

1.7
To promote and safeguard the interests of European professional boxers through​out the world, including their interests in world championship events, and to af​filiate and liaise with and to represent in Europe the interests of any world boxing organisation, as determined by the EBU;

1.8
To encourage and develop an agreement of co-operation between the National Asso​ciations affiliated with the EBU and world organisations in order to improve uniformity of the rules and of the standards of safety in professional boxing;

1.9
To act in any other way in order to fulfil the goals of the EBU.

2 General Assembly
 (cfr point 11-2 of the constitution)

Determination of the number of votes in the General Assembly

2.1
At the beginning of every year the list of those members entitled to vote at the Ge​neral Assembly and the number of their votes has to be determined as follows:

2.2
Entitled to vote are the President and all effective members;

2.3
The number of votes is determined by reference to the number of professional boxers to whom valid licenses have been granted by the Affiliated National Asso​ciation, which the effective member represents at the end of each year, and who have fought at least one contest during this year

2.4
The names of all such boxers shall be listed in a written report, which shall be sub​mitted to the Secretary General by each Affiliated National Association before the 31st January of each year and the voting rights shall be determined in accordance with the following table: The EBU reserves the right to carry out all the necessary verifications

2.5
Every Association is entitled to 3 additional votes for each European Championship contest held in its territory and/or under its jurisdiction during the calendar year previous to the General Assembly and 1 additional vote for any other championships and women championships regulated by the European Boxing Union.

3
President

3.1
The EBU President shall be appointed in accordance with the EBU Constitution from amongst the candidates of the full members.

3.2
Each European national organization or federation that is a full member of the EBU Association may put forward a candidate.

3.3
The call for candidates shall be made by the Secretary General and shall reach the full members, at the latest, 60 days before the annual General Assembly.

3.4
The applications for candidate for the EBU-Presidency shall reach the Secretary Ge​neral at the latest 45 days before the annual General Assembly.

4 The Directors

4-1    The Directors shall be appointed in accordance with article 16 of the Constitution.

4-2    Each national European federation or organisation, full member of the EBU can present its candidature.

4-3    If necessary the Secretary General will request candidacies. The members shall receive it no later than 60 days before the Annual General Assembly.

4-4    The request for candidacy shall be received by the General Secretariat no later than 45 days before the General Assembly.

4-5    Each effective member has the right to present its candidacy.

4-6    The Directors of the EBU shall not have any financial or economic interest in boxing. Especially, those interests relating to a manager or promoter. Further appointments as judge or referee at the EBU championships would no longer be permitted.

4-7   The Directors of the European Boxing Union shall note vote in respect of any arrangement or proposal in which they or the affiliated federation which they represent has any material interest

5.
Secretary General

5.1
The Secretary General shall be appointed according to art. 17 of the EBU-Constitu​tion and the duties according to art.28.

5.2
For the duration of his/her period of office the Secretary General shall cease to be a member of any National Association.

5.3
The Secretary General shall attend and keep a record of the decisions made and resolutions approved at all General Assemblies, meetings of the Board of Directors and meetings of the Committees, and, if necessary according to the decision by the Board of Directors, meetings of all other bodies of the EBU, provided always that the Secretary General shall not be entitled to vote on any matter at any meeting or proceedings of the aforementioned bodies. Further duties and responsibilities of the Secretary General may be laid down from time to time by the members in General Assembly or by the Board of Directors.

5.4
The day to day administration of the EBU including, without prejudice to the ge​nerality of the foregoing, and the implementation of all sporting and adminis​trative regulations from time to time laid down by the EBU;

5.5
The verification of voting rights and the organization of all elections and appoint​ments at General Assemblies and meetings of the Board of Directors (including telephonic communications);

5.6
The purse offer of title contests in the various weight categories from time to time recognized by the EBU;

5.7
Proposing to the President the names of Directors for appointment as delegates to rep​resent the EBU at all European and European Union title contests.

5.8
Informing the President of the activities of the EBU on a regular basis.

6.
The Medical Commission

6.1
The Medical Commission shall advise the EBU and the Board of Directors and the Affiliated National Associations in all medical areas and matters concerning and relating to the health of boxers and shall carry out research and development work into medical care in the field of boxing and may submit proposals and resolutions to the EBU and the Board of Directors for consideration.

6.2
The Medical Commission shall meet as and when required by the Board of Directors, and if possible once a year at the same time as the Annual General Assembly.

6.3
The EBU may provide the Medical Commission with such financial and other sup​port as it deems necessary from time to time and shall reimburse the Medical Commission and its members for any special or other expenses properly incurred in the discharge of its or their functions.

7.
The Ratings Committee 
7.1
In accordance with article 18-3 of the Constitution, the Ratings Committee shall consist of the EBU President, the Chairman and of up to 3 Directors aided by technical advisors.
The designation of the members of the Classifications Commission should be based on a rotation system.  Except for the President and the Chairman one of the 3 other members should be replaced every 6 months. It means that each member can stay a maximum of 18 months. 
7.2
Within the period lay down from time to time by the Board of Directors the Ratings Committee shall, amongst other things:

7.3
Compile and circulate among all members and Affiliated National Associations a table of European boxers, whose number has to be determined by the Ratings Standards (as well for EBU-, EU- , EE-EU and female ratings, always according to the complete discretion of the Board of Directors) in each of the weight categories re​cognized from time to time by the EBU, such a table to be based upon boxing merit as well as the results of the most recent contests in each such weight cate​gory;

7.4
Organize itself by appointing its Chairman and by drafting detailed Ratings Stan​dards, to be approved by the Board of Directors;

7.5
All decisions of the Classifications Commission shall be determined by a simple ma​jority of the votes of its members with the casting vote of the EBU-President;

7.6
The EBU Champion boxer of the Year and the EBU Championship contest of the Year shall be elected by the Board of Directors on proposition of the Classifica​tions Commission;

7.7
Each of the Affiliated National Associations shall, as condition of their affiliation with the EBU, submit and recognize the decisions of the Classifications Commis​sion;

7.8
The EBU may provide the Classifications Commission with such financial and other support as it deems necessary from time to time and may reimburse the Clas​sifications Commission and its members for any special or other expenses properly incurred in the discharge of its or their functions.

8
The Officials Commission

8.1
The Board of Directors shall every fourth years appoint a Commission (“The Offi​cials Commission”), which shall consist of   a Chairmen and three further Directors, who – if possible – preferably shall be appointed from among Directors having experience as referee and/or judge on an international level;

8.2
The Officials Commission shall advise the Board of Directors in all matters concer​ning officiating to secure the highest level of officiating within the EBU.


The Commission shall submit proposals for nomination of new EBU Officials to se​cure that the number of qualified Officials is always in accordance with the de​mand. Each official shall officiate at least twice a year as an average.

The Commission will from the Supervisors’ reports and score cards evaluate the per​formance of each affiliated Official. If the performance of a referee or a judge is not satisfactory the Commission will advise the Board of Directors to strike the Official from the EBU list of Officials or to take any other measures as it deems fit.


  the Commission shall regularly  arrange an Officials seminar to secure con​sistency in the EBU Officiating;

8.3
The Officials Commission shall meet as and when required but in any event shall meet at least once a year at the same time as the General Assembly;

8.4
The EBU may provide the Officials Commission with such financial and other sup​port as it deems necessary from time to time and shall reimburse the Commis​sion and its members for any special or other expenses properly incurred in the discharge of its or their functions.
8.5
To be a member of the EBU Ring Officials Judges and Referees shall hold only the license of their category in their federation or organization. (Oct 2021)
9.
The Commission of dispute settlement (cfr point 18-3 of the constitution)

9.1
 shall be appointed in accordance with  article 9.2 of this regulation and shall hear and determine in form of arbitration proceedings any disputes be​tween members and appeals by members, any of the Affiliated National Associa​tions or Championship boxers and their managers, who have fought under EBU ju​risdiction, against decisions made and/or resolutions passed by the Board of Directors, the Classifications Commission, the Medical Commission or any other committee or body created or constituted by the Board of Directors or the members in General Assembly or any other persons;

9.2
Subject always to the prior approval of the Board of Directors each Affiliated Na​tional Association shall nominate two (2) individuals who have an interest in and possess a knowledge of boxing and are familiar with legal matters (having a legal, accountancy or business background) but are not members of the EBU to serve on the Commission of dispute settlement ;

9.3
Requests for a decision by the Commission of dispute settlement have to be lodged within 30 days from the date of the event for which such decision is being asked for;

9.4
The Secretary General, at the written request of anybody being entitled to such re​quest and involved in such a dispute or affected by such a decision, shall convene a meeting of the commission to be held within 30 days of deposit of such request;

9.5
Any hearing before the Commission of dispute settlement shall be heard by three members of the Appeals Committee selected in accordance with point 9.6 of this Regulation

9.6
Each party to the dispute shall, by written notice to the Secretary General at least 14 days prior to the day fixed for the hearing of the Appeals Committee, select a member of Commission of dispute settlement and the two members of the Commission so selected shall by agreement select a third member of the Commission to hear the dispute. In default of selection or appointment by agreement, a member or members of the Commission shall be appointed by the “” Tribunal Arbitral du Sport ( TAS/CAS ) “”” at the seat of the EBU in order to make up a quorum for any hearing; the meetings shall take place at the seat of the EBU.

9.7
The Commission shall:

9.7.1
From time to time draw up a set of operating regulations which shall stipulate the ap​plicable procedures, periods of notice, deadlines, and other matters which shall govern the conduct of appeals by the Commission of dispute settlement  provided always that those persons or bodies who bring or are party to an appeal shall be entitled to a hearing in accordance with the rules of natural justice and provided further that each member of the Commission of dispute settlement  who hears an appeal shall be entitled to one vote in the determination of the decision of that Commission, such decisions to be determined by a simple majority of the votes of the members of the committee;

9.7.2
Lay those operating regulations before the members in General Assembly for ap​proval by ordinary resolution.

9.8
The decisions of the Commission of dispute settlement shall be taken within 30 days

9.9
Anybody entitled to request a decision by the Commission of dispute settlement  shall, together with his request, send a bond of EURO 2’500.—(two thousand five hundred EUROS) that shall be paid back at the end of the procedure if the decision by the Commission of dispute settlement  is in his favour.
However, if the decision by the Commission of dispute settlement  is not in favour of the peti​tioner, he shall pay all the costs and expenses incurred for the appeals procedure, less EURO 2’500.—already deposited with the appeals request.

9.10
The EBU may provide the Commission of dispute settlement  with such financial and other sup​port as it deems necessary from time to time and shall reimburse the Appeals Committee and/or its members for any costs and/or other expenses properly in​curred in the discharge of its or their functions.

10.
Disciplinary measures

10.1.
The Board of Directors shall have power by ordinary resolution from time to time and punctually to make, adopt and propose rules and regulations with regard to the conduct of members and Affiliated National Associations.

10.1.1
The President, in consultation with his Vice-Presidents, should have the power to propose the suspension of  a boxer for any alleged breach of EBU Rules. He should then appoint three Directors as a Disciplinary Committee plus a member from the boxer’s Fe​deration. The boxer should be entitled to be present or be represented at any hear​ing. 

10.2
The Board of Directors may adopt the necessary measures in the event that any Articles of the EBU Association or any other EBU Regulations are violated or disregarded.

10.3
The members and Affiliated National Associations shall support the Board of Directors in implementing these measures and shall abide by and observe them

10.4
The Board of Directors may apply measures by way of a warning, public repri​mand, fine, suspension, exclusion and otherwise as the Board of Directors may reasonably think fit.

10.5
In the case of matters arising which are not specifically dealt with under the EBU-Articles or –Regulations, the Board of Directors shall have power to deal with as it sees fit.

11
General Treasurer-Accounts and Finance

11.1
He ensures the financial administration of the EBU, the preparation and the management of the accounts and of the official documents of the EBU and the implementation of all the financial decisions of the Board of Directors.

11.1
At least once in every year the Board of Directors shall lay before the EBU in Ge​neral Assembly a profit and loss account giving a true and fair view of the profit or loss of the EBU for the financial period to which it relates and a balance sheet giving a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the EBU as at the date to which the profit and loss account is made up, being a date not more than nine months be​fore the date of the meeting.

11.2
Every such balance sheet, profit and loss account shall be signed by the controllers appointed by the General Assembly.

11.3
Accounting records sufficient to show and explain the EBU’s transactions shall be kept at the EBU-seat and/or EBU secretariat, or at such other place as the Board of Directors think fit, and shall always be open to inspection by the Directors, the controllers appointed by the General Assembly or by any other persons authorized to do so by the Board of Directors or by decision of the General Assembly.

11.4
A printed copy of every balance sheet and profit and loss account which is to be laid before an EBU General Assembly (including every document attached thereto) shall, not less than 28 days before the date of the meeting, be sent to every member of the EBU and to every Affiliated National Association.

11.5
In particular the income of the EBU shall be composed of:

11.5.1
The Annual Contribution of a maximum of EURO 10.000. (Belgrade 2018)-- from time to time determined by the members in General Assembly on proposition of the Board of Directors as being payable by each National Association as a pre-condition and requirement of affiliation to the EBU, which sum shall be paid on or before 1st May in each year by each such National Association after it has received an 


invoice for such sum from the Secretary General; the Annual Contribution is fixed in relation of the number of votes of each affiliated National Association.

11.5.2
A percentage of the purse for each EBU Champion​ship contest, such percentage to be determined by the Board of Directors annually and to be received on behalf of the EBU by the Affiliated National Association which stages each such contest (which contest shall not proceed unless and until the relevant monies have been so received and the EBU has been notified of such receipt).

11.6
The Board of Directors may deal with the funds of the EBU as they, in their discre​tion, shall consider necessary.

11.7The Board of Directors may adjust or vary the Annual Contribution of Affiliated Na​tional Associations if found necessary or advisable.

11.8
The Board of Directors shall be empowered to make such arrangements as shall be found necessary to obtain sufficient funds to cover the cost of administration.

11.9
The Board of Directors shall have power to invest any money not required for imme​diate use in such mode or manner as they, in their discretion, shall think fit.

11.10
The funds held by the EBU may be applied otherwise by the Board of Directors as follows, namely:

11.10.1
In payment of any legal and other expenses incurred by the EBU from time to time;

11.10.2
In payment of the current expenses and other disbursements of the Directors, Secretary General, Committees, Commissions, and other employees, clerks or of​ficials of the EBU in the conduct of the activities of the EBU or in relation thereto;

11.10.3
In discharging all expenses of or connected with the printing, publication, sale, and distribution of any publications of the EBU;

11.10.4
In payment of anything else and in such manner the Board of Directors shall think fit to fulfil the objects of the EBU (subject always to the provisions of these regu​lations and of subsisting engagements).

12
Notices

12.1
Any notice or notification whatsoever to be given to or by any person or body pursuant to these regulations shall be in writing.

12.2
Any notice or other documents to be given by the EBU to a member or Affiliated National Association may be delivered or sent by e-mail, by facsimile transmission or first class post to the member or Affiliated National Association to be served at his or its last known or registered e-mail-address, facsimile number or address (as appropriate) or such other e-mail-address, facsimile number or address (as appro​priate) of which the member or Affiliated National Association shall notify the EBU in writing for this purpose.

12.3
Any such notice or document shall be deemed to have been given and served:

12.3.1
If delivered, at the time of delivery;

12.3.2
If posted by first class post, at the expiration of 14 days after the envelope contain​ing it was posted;

12.3.3
If sent by e-mail or by facsimile transmission, at the expiration of 2 hours after the same shall have been despatched.

12.4
In proving such service, it shall be sufficient to prove that delivery was made or that the envelope containing such notice or document was properly addressed and posted as a prepaid first class letter or that the e-mail- or facsimile-transmission was duly despatched to a current e-mail-address or facsimile-number of the ad​dressee, as the case may be.

12.5
A member or Affiliated National Association present in person or represented by a National Representative (as the case may be) at any meeting of the EBU shall be deemed to have received notice of the meeting and, where requisite, of the pur​poses for which it was called.
